While there are some state-level variations, tabies are generally recruited through boards,
and SIs/ASlIs through the SPSCs. These are theadqnts of the villag@olice in early British
Days. Colonial police commissiamports (such as of 1902-03) mea’t that concerned with
recruitment to these, since these post (thathisiy equivalents) werbereditary. They were
more concerned with what we should today call gazetted appointments. Plenty has been writte
about police reforms in India, especiallyesfthe Prakash Singh Case of 1996. Rather oddly,
this discourse and Central (Model Act) and esfavel legislation (proposed and actual) have
little on appointments to upper subordinated aonstabulary.
