Scholars refer to the western perception of Third World societies. They discuss the same when raising the
guestions of who produces knowledge about Third World women,

An Indian scholar has discovered that women in the Third World are represented in most feminist literature
on development as having ' needs’ and 'problems’ but few choices and no freedom to act. What emerges
from such modes of analysis is the image of an average Third World woman constructed through the use of
statistics and certain categories. It is said that an average Third World woman leads an, essentially truncated
life based on her feminine gender and her being 'third worid' - ignorant, peor, uneducated, tradition bound,
domestic, family oriented and victimised. This is in contrast to the self-representation of western women as
educated, modern with freedom to make their own decisions. These representations ‘assume western
standards as the benchmark against which to measure the situation of Third World women,

The result is paternalistic attitude on the part of western women toward their Third Werld counterparts. It is
perpetuation of the hegemonic idea of west's superiority. It is in this process of homogenisation and
systematisation of the oppression of women in the Third World, that power is excercised in much of the
western feminist discourse. This power needs to be redefined, because of its subjective nature of
interpretation.

But, if it is said that (even) the Pure Self (dhat-i-baht) can be beheld, it is an
impossiblity; for the Pure Self is elegant and undetermined, and, as He cannot be
determined, He is manifest in the veil of elegance only, and as such cannot be
beheld, and such beholding is an impossibility,

And the suggestion that he can be beheld in the next and not in this world, is
groundless, for if He is Omnipotent, He is potent to manifest Himself in any manner,
anywhere, and at any time He likes, (| hold) that one cannot behold Him here (i.e in
this world) will hardly behold Him there (i.e. in the next world); as He has said in the
Holy verse: "And whoever is blind in this, he shatl {also) be blind in the hereafter."

The Mutazila and the Shi'a doctors, who are opposed to ruyai (Beholding), have
committed a great blunder in this matter, for had they only denied the capability of
beholding the Pure Self, there would have been some justification, but their denial
of all forms of ruyai (i.e. Beholding) is a great mistake,
